OFFERING MY TIME
Time is important.  It's the one thing all of us has in equal amounts.  We can use it for good or bad... value it or squander it.  But what we don’t want to do is come to the end of it and regret the ways we’ve used it.  So, the main question today is simply: What are you doing with your gift of time?
The Greeks had two words for “time”   

   1. chronos: sequential time.. or chronological time.  

   2. kairos: A time when conditions are right for the accomplishment of a 
crucial action... the opportune and decisive moment.

We only have so much chronos time.  (Ps. 139:16)  We have even fewer kairos moments.  That’s why Paul tells us to wake up and pay attention to how we are living our life.  (Eph. 5:15-16)  In this letter to the Ephesians, Paul hammers home this idea that there was an old way we “lived” and now          we have a new way to “live.”  Here, he says there are basically two ways we can live... two ways we can  use our time... to be (1) ______________ or (2) _________.

As believers living a new life in Christ, we are to watch for those moments of opportunity, and when we see them we must redeem them.  Because the “days are evil” we can't let those Kairos moments get away from us.  But the reality is... we often do.  

So how do we snatch up the kairos moments?  Look at how Jesus spent His time.  Look at who He spent it with.  Look at the moments He captured for God’s purposes.  (John 5:19)  It all boils down to two major things: He watched for opportunities to love ______... and to love _________.  You can’t schedule that with kronos time... you can't write that on your calendar.
